Abstracts - Size and Format

The deadline for receipt of proposals is December 10, 2002. The programme committee will notify those who submitted proposals by December 1, 2002 (by e-mail) and by December 31, 2002 (by post) whether their proposal has been accepted.

The abstract should be maximum 500 words, exclusive of references. When printed out, the title and body should fit on a single page of 12-point type, with ca 1 inch or 2 cm margins.

Electronic submissions are highly encouraged (MS Word, text or rtf files). Submissions should be accompanied by a separate sheet indicating name, address and affiliation of the author(s) together with the title of the abstract and the research topic.

Extended Abstracts
Speakers accepted for the conference on the basis of their proposals will be invited to hand in extended abstracts and a short curriculum vitae (1/2 page A4) before the conference. These extended abstracts should be written in English and should indicate the language of the presentation. The abstracts should comprise between 2000 and 3000 words, exclusive of references. Further information will be sent to speakers upon acceptance and will also be available on the conference website. The deadline for submitting extended abstracts is 15 January 2003. The extended abstracts are to be sent to the general organizing committee at info@euroconferences.info.
