This first event in the new high-level scientific conference series 'Text and Translation' (second event 3/2003 at the Aarhus Business School, Denmark, third event 3/2004 to be held at the Saarland University, Germany) is open to all scholars interested in promoting discussions, exchanging ideas and reporting on recent progress in the field of text and translation from linguistic, cognitive, historical and cultural aspects of translation.

Call for papers

Since the focus of this year's conference will be to represent the dimension of text in translation research all over Europe in ways that will lead to useful mutual interaction, we especially welcome contributions in the following domains:

-Text parameters in translation
-Text genres as a translation problem
-Technology in translation research
-Language-specific dimensions of text and translation
-Discourse and interpreting


Papers should be based on research. We would like to keep the practice of sending out all speakers' papers before the beginning of the conference. This way, participants can familiarize themselves with the individual topic before the conference, which would make it possible to use only fifteen minutes of each speaker's time slot for the presentation of the paper and use the remaining 30 minutes for a longer discussion period. Speakers are encouraged to use computer-assisted presentations, transparencies and/or handouts.

Guidelines for the submission of abstracts and papers


2.1 Abstract size and format: 

The abstract should be maximum 500 words, exclusive of references. When printed out, the title and body should fit on a single page of 12-point type, with ca 1 inch or 2 cm margins.
2.2 Publication guidelines:

Publications should follow the DGÜD publication guidelines which can be downloaded here. Admitted papers will be published in the Conference proceedings by Heidrun Gerzymisch-Arbogast, Zuzana Jettmarová (eds.): Textology and Translation. Jahrbuch Übersetzen und Dolmetschen der Deutschen Gesellschaft fuer Übersetzen und Dolmetschen, Tübingen: Narr.

Electronic submissions are highly encouraged (MS Word, text or rtf files). Submissions should be accompanied by a separate sheet indicating name, address and affiliation of the author(s) together with the title of the abstract and the research topic. 

Please note that for administrative purposes we need to have the abstracts and papers sent to both addresses. 

The deadline for receipt of proposals is December 31, 2001. The programme committee will notify those who submitted proposals by January 15, 2002 (by e-mail) and by February 1, 2002 (by post) whether their proposal has been accepted.
